What is the Australian International Documentary Conference (AIDC)?

The AIDC is a four day event for the factual film and broadcasting industry. It attracts
over 600 delegates which include international buyers, distributors, co-financiers, and
independent filmmakers. In addition to a selection of screenings, master classes, and
forum discussions, other special market events include the Meet Market, Trailer Park,
Videotheque, Screening Room, Doc Exchange and P2P Co-Create. P2P Co-create is a
producer to producer networking platform that aims to facilitate new co-production
opportunities between Australian and international partners. This year the AIDC is
offering a limited number of invitation-only complimentary memberships to leading
international producers to talk about the possibility of co-productions with highly
regarded Australian Companies.

Who can apply?

British Columbia based producers with at least one produced credit on a completed
(broadcast or otherwise released) documentary/factual production, and at least one
documentary project in development seeking international co-production partners or
financing are encouraged to apply. British Columbia Film + Media will be able to provide
travel support for up to 2 individuals.

British Columbia Film + Media will provide up to a maximum of $2,000 to offset market
registration, travel and accommodation costs. Support is only available to one individual
per company.
